HOW TO READ THIS PRAYER 
This prayer is meant to be recited 4,444 times and can be divided into 11, 
404 sessions. This means you can recite it 404 times for 11 days. 
Alternatively, we can have 11 people recite it each 404 times. The point 
is to recite it (either individually or collectively) for one directed: for the 
sick to be healed, for a tribulation to be lifted, etc.
